Lesson Handouts are organized in four age 
groups:

•	 Level 1: Grades K-2

•	 Level 2: Grades 3-5

•	 Level 3: Grades 6-8

•	 Level 4: Grades 9-12 (and Adult Ed!)

Each week’s lesson explores the same topics 
and themes at progressive levels of:

•	 Engagement,

•	 Dialogue, and 

•	 Comprehension

By using each of  the Orthodox Journeys curricula, a four-year rotation cycle can be employed ensuring students learn 
about topics which are reintroduced at deeper levels of  comprehension as children grow and mature.
